Details of work to be executed for expansion of existing surveillance system installed in Science City, Kolkata

IP based surveillance system with wireless backbone was installed in Science City in March 2011 and now Science city intends to expand this system by integrating 22 nos. of new cameras. Brief outline regarding the existing setup and the work to be executed for the expansion of existing surveillance system is given below.
· In Science City presently there are 15 nos. of IP cameras (ACTi make) and 3 analog cameras (with video encoders of ACTi make)  installed for monitoring the visitor movement inside the Science City. 
· Presently 32 channels can be viewed through a single window by the existing surveillance system through NVR ( ACTi software). The cameras are installed in indoor and outdoor locations with wireless backbone designed with EnGenius network components. 
· This present IP based Electronic surveillance system has to be expanded with the installation of 22 nos. of additional new cameras.

· The wireless backbone also needs to be extended to certain so far uncovered areas. The present system has a NAS comprising of 4TB storage. As the numbers of channels are going to be increased to 40, necessary upgradation of the NAS and NVR has to be done so that upto 64 cameras can be viewed through the NVR.
           Note: All cameras recommended need to be compatible with NVR. Camera model selection should fulfill the area coverage requirement and capability to co-exist in same wireless backbone with minimal changes. Surveillance software configuration in NVR/ NAS must support both old and new cameras and encoders. All products have to be supplied with compatible firmware version to operate in the existing network.
